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3) Vilholi  Farm:  

 
 It is partially hilly area under development. In the total area of 12.10 

hectares, different seasonal crops & Fruit crops are taken.

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4) Babhleshwar  Farm:  

 
  It is recently established in September 2006 located 2 Kms. away 

from Nashik-Pune Highway near Shinde village.  Total area of 

Babhaleshwar farm is 32.33 hectares out of which 12 hectares  is 

under cropping and remaining for different plantation

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5) Puria Park   Farm:

located 35 kms away from Nashik city near Trimbakeshawar.  Heavy  

rain fall area.
